The suite is WELS 4 Star rated with 4.5/3L dual flush
Cistern water inlet is on right side of tank - installer changeable to the left.

Before You Start
« Inspect all components for any transit damage before starting installation. If damaged or faulty do not install, contact your
supplier.

o Check site roughingin, water supply position and assembly dimensions before commencing installation.

Fixing the WC Pan

e« The WC pan mustbe installed level with the set-out within the dimensions shown.

e« TheWC canbe installed by setting in a mortar bed or using screw fixings.(fixings not supplied)

e Formortar bedding use a4:1 sand and standard cement mix (do not use Rapid Hardening or White cement).

« Iftheflooristiled, cutoutthe tiles beneath the pan to create a good bonding surface.

o When using fixing screws a waterproof sealant may be applied to the pan base before locating it in the correct position.
Always use protective plastic bushes with the fixing screws. Do not over-tighten the screws.

o Inallinstallations take care to ensure that the pan connector is correctly sealed to the pan outlet spigot.

Fitting the Cistern
« Fitthe cistern to the wall using the wall screws/plugs.

o Check that the inlet and outlet valve securing nuts are firmly tightened to

preventleaks. Do notover-tighten. edgs Sealig
o Cut the flush pipe to suit the installation ensuring that it extends 25mm into Washer —

the water inlet socket of the WC. Capnut J
o Assemble the Keeseal, Capnut and Washer and Wedge Seal onto the pipe

and install. 25mm

o Always flush the water supply pipes before connecting the cistern inlet Soc,ket\_ @\

valve. Keeseal
o Fillthe cistern, and check the water level against the 4.5L fill line.

o Testflush while observing for leaks.

3. Cleaning the valve diaphragm

It is possible for dirt/debris to prevent the valve from
shutting off.

To remedy this the diaphragm may be cleaned as follows:

1. Remove the cover cap

2. Unclip the float arm from the adjustment screw

3. Twist the plastic top-asembly firmly anti-clockwise and
remove it from the valve body

4. Inspect both rubber diaphragm and valve seat. Rinse
under running water to remove dirt/debris

5.Reassembleinreverse order

The full flush volume can be adjusted by changing the residual water level in the cistern.
Move the adjuster DOWN to increase the volume.
Move the adjuster UP to decrease the volume.
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
